PRIMARY ELECTION TYPE:
Closed

Voters must be a registered party member to vote in a closed
primary. Independent or unaffiliated voters are excluded from
participating in the party nomination contests.

BALLOT SUBMISSION DEADLINE:

Postmarked by
Election Day

Must be received within seven days of the
election if postmarked by Election Day.
