voting-age population in the United States reported voting.

Modern technology has improved access to information on
candidates and made it easier to register to vote in many
areas, and it is vital to be aware of how you can participate

in the 2026 election cycle. VOTER REGISTRATION DEADLINE:

April 28

21 days before the election.

PRIMARY ELECTION TYPE:
Partially Closed

State law allows parties to determine whether
unaffiliated voters may participate in the nomination

contests before each election cycle. In this type of ABSENTEE / MAIL-IN VOTING
system, parties may let in unaffiliated voters, while still BALLOT DEADLINES:
excluding members of opposing parties.

Permanent absentee/ mail-in voting procedures:
